In Acts 15-16:5, there are 3 ways that threats to the gospel                          

can be neutralized by contending for the faith: 

  

(Titus 2:11-14; Deut. 28:9-10) 

 

I. By highlighting what God has done through his grace—vv.1-18 

 1. The attack on God’s grace must be recognized and confronted-vv.1-6 

   2. The testifying to God’s grace must be definitive and polarizing—vv.7-12
